In the early 1990s, the NRA received requests from women who wanted crime prevention and personal safety information. Since one of the Association's goals, as cited in Article II of its bylaws, is "To promote public safety, law and order and the national defense," the development of such a program was a natural fit. In September 1993, the women of the NRA launched Refuse To Be A Victim®. The program became co-ed in 1997. 

Refuse To Be A Victim® seminars teach citizens about a wide variety of crime prevention and personal safety strategies and devices covering automobile, home, personal and travel security. They also include information regarding identity theft and Internet scams. During three- to four-hour seminars, men and women hear evaluations of each strategy or device. They are then able to select those they wished to integrate into their daily lives and to create a personalized safety strategy. 

Over the years many NRA Certified Training Counselors have expressed interest in pursuing Refuse To Be A Victim® instructor certification. However, they have been unable to attend scheduled instructor development workshops (IDW). Until now, they have had to wait until another IDW was scheduled at a more convenient time or location. 

Refuse To Be A Victim® staff is pleased to announce a new correspondence avenue for pursuing instructor certification. At this time, it is open only to current NRA Certified Instructors, Training Counselors, Senior Training Counselors and Master Training Counselors in good standing. Following are details: 

1. Current NRA Instructors, TCs, STCs and MTCs in good standing must complete Refuse To Be A Victim® instructor applications. Applications may be downloaded by visiting www.nrahq.org/rtbav/instructor.asp or requested by calling (800) 861-1166. 

2. Current NRA Instructors, TCs, STCs and MTCs in good standing must obtain two letters* of reference (*letters must be from people -- man or woman -- who know of the applicant's abilities as an instructor; at least one letter must be from a woman -- preferably a woman who has been a student at one of their training sessions) 

3. Current NRA Instructors, TCs, STCs and MTCs in good standing must send completed applications and their two letters of reference to Refuse To Be A Victim® staff at the address noted on the application 

4. Refuse To Be A Victim® staff will review applications and letters of reference, and will contact Education & Training staff as necessary 
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5. Following review of paperwork and consultation with E&T staff as necessary, Refuse To Be A Victim® staff will send a letter to applicants to indicate whether they have been accepted to pursue instructor certification. If accepted, applicants will be informed that they need to: 

A. Order an instructor manual (a special code to do so will be provided) at their cost, and thoroughly study it 

B. Send staff a packet that contains: 

a. A videotaped 10-minute mock presentation (based on material covered in the personal protection device section or home security section of Refuse To Be A Victim® seminars in accordance with Refuse To Be A Victim® policies) -- whether or not they have "students" in the mock presentation is up to them 

b. Complete and return the instructor quiz contained in the manual 

c. Complete and return the instructor information sheet and instructor agreement form contained in the manual

6. Staff will review submitted information and watch mock video presentations; if everything is in order, will update applicants' status to "instructor candidate" and correspond with candidates regarding the next steps in the certification process.

As mentioned above, the correspondence course avenue is currently open only to current NRA Instructors, TCs, STCs and MTCs in good standing. 
The Refuse To Be A Victim® program has touched tens of thousands of men and women nationwide. Its common-sense approach to crime prevention and personal safety is easy to understand and implement.
